This leaflet tells you everything you need to know about Yellow School Buses  
and how to apply for a place for your child.

Features of the service

Yellow buses
Yellow School Buses are easy to spot, alerting other road users to children getting on  
or off.

Allocated seats
All seats are fitted with three point safety belts. Each child is given a seat on the 
bus they use every day and they are not allowed to stand. Using the same seat helps 
prevent vandalism and litter.

Regular drivers
Each bus service has a regular driver, allowing the driver to recognise his passengers 
which helps to reduce bad behaviour.

All drivers are specially trained in disability awareness and customer care. 

Handy pick-up points
For convenience, pick-up and drop off points are usually near home. They may not 
always be at a bus stop but they will always be in a safe place to wait and board,  
and a suitable place for the vehicle to stop. Details of all routes and timetables  
are available from the website www.yellowschoolbus.info.
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
