
New Sunday 
train services
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Metroshuttles are free buses linking 
the main rail stations, shopping areas 
and businesses in Manchester city 
centre. There are three circular routes 
covering the main areas in the city 
centre.

Metroshuttle 1 runs every six 
minutes between 7am and 6.30pm, 
and then every 10 mins until 9pm, 
Monday to Friday. It runs every six 
mins from 7am to 7pm on Saturday 
and every 10 mins from 10am to 
6pm on Sunday.

Metroshuttle 2 runs every ten 
minutes from 7am to 7pm, Monday 
to Saturday and 10am to 6pm on 
Sundays.

If you are coming into Manchester on 
Monday to Saturday Metroshuttle 3 
runs every ten minutes from 7am to 
7pm, but does not run on Sundays.

You can travel free on Metrolink 
trams in the city zone if you have 
bought a rail ticket for travel from 
any Greater Manchester station 
to Piccadilly, Victoria, Deansgate 
or Oxford Road. Your rail tickets 
should show Manchester CTLZ as its 
destination.
