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The Scheme 

1.
This Travel Concession Scheme subsequently referred to as “the Scheme” has been established by the Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Authority (“PTA”) , in pursuance of its powers under:-

i. the Transport Act 1985 (as amended) (“1985 Act”);

ii. Travel Concession Scheme Regulations 1986 (“TCSR”);

iii. and all other relevant statutory regulations.

2.
The Scheme will be administered by Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive (“the Executive”).  

3.
The Scheme covers the discretionary concessions to be provided by operators under the 1985 Act as detailed in clause 7 below;

4.
Unless otherwise defined in this Scheme words or terms used in the Scheme shall have the same meaning as given to such words or terms in the 1985 Act and TCSR.


Operative Date 

5.
The Scheme shall come into operation in its entirety on 1st April 2008.

Principal Area 

6.
The principal area covered by the scheme is the Passenger Transport Area of Greater Manchester, which consists of the administrative areas of the Metropolitan District Councils of Bolton, Bury, Manchester, Oldham, Rochdale, Salford, Stockport, Tameside, Trafford and Wigan (“Principal Area”).

Scheme Applicability

7.
The Scheme shall apply:

(a)
to eligible persons listed in Schedule 1 who tender to the operator on a Scheme Service (as defined below) the applicable permit or pass and notified fare (if any) for that category of concessionary passenger referred to in Schedule 1;

(b)
 when travelling on eligible services (as defined in section 94 (4) of the 1985 Act) which have been admitted or required to participate in the Scheme or on the following passenger rail and light rail networks:  

· the Metrolink light rail system; and
· rail passenger services for journeys which begin and end within the Greater Manchester train boundary which is shown in Schedule 10.
(c)
only on journeys: 

(i)
between places in the Principal Area; or 
(ii)
between places in the Principal Area and places outside the Principal Area as are detailed in Schedule 1 if any; or

(iii)
between places outside but in the vicinity of the Principal Area, as are detailed in Schedule 1 if any.

For the purpose of this Scheme “journey” means a trip between two points without a change of vehicle or service and "Scheme Services" means services referred to in paragraph 7(b) above.


Eligible Persons and Nature of Concession 

8.
Operators participating in the Scheme will be required on all Scheme Services to allow the concessions detailed in Schedule 1 to persons who satisfy the requirements set out in paragraph 7 above.  
9.
The Executive may from time to time by giving a minimum of 28 days notice in writing vary the class of eligible person or nature of the concessions to be provided or the reimbursement arrangements by notice and where relevant such notice should comply with the provisions of section 97(6) of the 1985 Act.

Notified Fare

10.
The notified fare shall be the fare as notified to operators by the Executive from time to time being the fare to be charged by an operator to a person travelling as a concessionaire under the Scheme in respect of a 1985 Act Concession.  There may be more than one notified fare applying at any time.  

The operator shall admit any eligible person who tenders a valid permit or pass (if required in accordance with Schedule 1) and who pays the notified fare to travel on any Scheme Service it provides and shall not charge any class of eligible person more than the notified fare for any journey.  

Entry of Operators to the Scheme 

11.
Subject to paragraph 13 an operator shall be admitted into the Scheme following at least 28 days prior notice in writing from the operator to the Executive that it wishes to participate in the Scheme. 

12.
In accordance with Sections 96(4) and (5) of the 1985 Act, the Executive may make admission to or continuation by an operator in the Scheme conditional on the operator agreeing appropriate modifications to the reimbursement arrangements where it appears to the Executive that the operators current or proposed fares for any eligible service include a "special amenity element" as defined in Section 96(6) of the 1985 Act.  

13.
If the Executive serves on the operator a participation notice, the operator shall participate in the Scheme in respect of the services specified from the date stated in and for the duration of such notice, and the operator may not give notice to withdraw from the Scheme whilst such notice remains in force

Removal or Withdrawal of Operators from the Scheme 

14.
An operator who is participating in the Scheme, in respect of any of its Scheme Services, other than pursuant to a participation notice, must give the Executive at least 42 days notice in writing of withdrawal from the Scheme in respect of all or any of such Scheme Services.

The PTA may terminate the Scheme by giving the operator not less than 3 months notice in writing. 


Objective for Reimbursement of Operators

15.
The objective of the Scheme (which is not a duty) in relation to reimbursement of bus operators under the 1985 Act is to provide that such operators both individually and collectively are no better and no worse off financially than they would be if they did not participate in the Scheme in accordance with the principles set out in the TCSR but the PTA and Executive shall not be liable for any failure to achieve such objective.  The reimbursement arrangements for the operators of local rail and Metrolink services are determined by separate contractual arrangements outwith the Scheme.  All references to the details of payments and reimbursement arrangements in this document relate only to the operators of bus services.

Payment Periods and Dates 

16.
The “payment periods” under the Scheme are as set out in Schedule 8 or as notified to the Operators from time to time by the Executive in writing.

17.
Subject to paragraph 24, the Executive will make a payment to operators not later than the day which is half-way between the first and last days of each payment period, equal to not less than 85% of the sum the Executive estimates to be due to the operator in that period.

18.
Subject to paragraph 24, the Executive will make a further payment to operators, not later than 3 months after the end of the relevant payment period, equal to the difference (if any) between:

(i)
The sum already paid to the operator for the relevant payment period as set out in Paragraph 17 and, 

(ii)
The actual amount calculated as due to the operator for that relevant payment period.  

If the amount paid under paragraph 17 above exceeds the amount calculated under paragraph 18(ii) such that the Executive has made an over payment for the relevant period the Executive shall either:

(a)
deduct the level of such overpayment from the next or any subsequent payment; or

(b)
if no such further payment is likely to become due or to be insufficient to recover such overpayment, demand such overpayment by notice in writing to the operator who shall repay the same within 14 days of demand being made.

Standard Method of Determining Passenger Journeys and Fare Values/Reimbursement Arrangements

19.
The standard method for assessing the total number of journeys made by eligible persons under the Scheme is set out in Schedule 2.  The standard method for assessing the fares value to be attributed to those journeys is set out in Schedule 3.  The standard method for calculating the reimbursement due to the operator will be on the basis of the formula and parameters set out in Schedule 4.  In calculating the reimbursement due to the operator, the Executive will take into account any data supplied by the operator if it can be shown that the data supplied is more accurate than the standard method and is more likely to enable the Executive to meet its objective for reimbursement set out in paragraph 15.

20.
By agreement between the operator and the Executive the standard method need not be applied in respect of calculating the reimbursement of that operator if any one of the following conditions are satisfied:-

(a) the vehicles normally used by the operator in providing services on which concessions are available have 8 or less seats available for fare-paying passengers;

(b) the mileage run by vehicles is less than 150,000 miles per annum within the area covered by the Arrangements during the times at which concessions are available;

(c)
except during the first 3 months of operation of the Arrangements, there has not expired a period of 3 months commencing with the date on which the operator is admitted to participation in the Arrangements in respect of a service or (if appropriate) becomes subject to the obligation imposed by a participation notice to provide concessions on a service. 

21.
In accordance with regulation 11 of TCSR the Executive reserves the right in calculating the reimbursement of an operator to:

a) divide the area covered by the scheme into a number of separate parts; and

b) take into account the carrying capacity provided for passengers in different vehicles or classes of vehicles used by the operator;

and, in each case, calculate reimbursement in accordance with the standard method , but by reference to each separate area and/or class of vehicle, where the Executive considers this appropriate to ensure that it meets the objective that the operator is financially no better and no worse off as a result of participation in the scheme.

Data

22.
 When an operator is first admitted or becomes obliged to participate in the Scheme, it shall supply to the Executive within 7 days:

(a)
a list of Scheme Services to be operated by that operator; 

(b)
all relevant fares and fare tables and a list of the ticket types valid for travel on such services; and

(c)
the running boards/drivers duties applicable to such Scheme Services; 

to enable surveys to be scheduled and assessment of its entitlement to reimbursement.  

23.
The operator shall inform the Executive of the introduction or cessation of any Scheme Services, changes to the times at which and routes on which Scheme Services operate and any circumstances leading to the temporary cessation or major disruptions to such services, within 7 days of such event occurring. 

24.
An operator shall provide data to the Executive in accordance with the provisions of Schedule 6 for the purpose of calculating the average fare.
25.
If the operator fails to provide such information or data as is referred to above, or to allow such access for surveys as is required pursuant to schedule [5], then the Executive may in its discretion either defer all or part of any payment otherwise due to the operator until such omission is fully rectified or reimburse the operator on the basis of such estimated reimbursement as it considers appropriate in the absence of such data or survey information.  

26.
Where it becomes apparent to the Executive that any Scheme Service is or has been subject to material disruption, or has not been operated in accordance with the registered timetable, then the Executive may, after giving the operator the opportunity to comment on the effects of the same on the journeys being taken by eligible persons on such services, make such adjustments to the reimbursement due to such operators as it considers necessary to reflect the effects of such disruption or non-operation.  


Recalculation of Reimbursement

27.
The Executive shall review the reimbursement calculations made in accordance with these reimbursement arrangements not less than once every financial year.  Such review shall be concluded within 3 months of its commencement. 


If following the review it is determined by the Executive that the amount of reimbursement paid since the previous review should have been higher the Executive shall pay the difference to the operator within 3 months of the date of recalculation.


If following the review it is determined by the Executive that the amount of reimbursement paid since the previous review should have been less, the Executive shall either:

(a)
deduct by equal instalments the amount of over reimbursement from the next three payments to be made under paragraph 12 above; and/or 

(b)
if such next three payments are not or will not be sufficient to re-pay such over-reimbursement, demand such over-reimbursement from the operator by notice in writing, and the operator shall be obliged to make such repayment within 14 days of receiving such demand.
28.
In the circumstances where participation in the Scheme by an operator is by virtue of a valid participation notice then if, following the review of the reimbursement calculations in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 27 above, there is a dispute between an operator and the Executive in respect of the level of reimbursement paid to that operator then if such dispute relates to either:-
(a)
the fares value to be attributed to journeys by persons eligible to receive concessions on the operator's Scheme Services ; 

(b)
the total number of journeys made by persons eligible to receive concessions on such services; or 

(c)
the number of additional journeys generated in consequence of the availability on such services of such concessions;

then such dispute shall be the subject of the dispute resolution procedure set out in Schedule 7.
 

Survey Facilities 

29.
The provisions of schedule 5 shall apply in respect of surveys.  

Additional Costs

30.
An operator shall be entitled to additional reimbursement payments in accordance with regulation 5 of TCSR where:-


(a)
the operator has necessarily incurred costs additional to basic operating costs and attributable to an increase in the number or the capacity of the vehicles used in providing services on which concessions are available in order to meet the extra demand created by the availability of those concessions; and


(b)
those costs are such that they will not be met by reimbursement payments made in accordance with the standard method during the year in which the costs are incurred or during the 3 months immediately following the end of that year.

31.
Reimbursement of Additional Costs will be calculated in accordance with Schedule 4.
Other Requirements of the Scheme

32.
All operators participating in the Scheme shall display on their vehicles any sign, supplied by the Executive, for the purpose of showing that concessions are available on those vehicles.
33. Operators shall not discriminate against eligible persons or any class of eligible persons in the provision of Scheme Services or associated services and facilities.

34. Operators of Participating Services shall be entitled to be reimbursed in respect of journeys made by persons holding Discounted Concessionary Tickets provided that they comply with the conditions in respect of such tickets set out in the Scheme published from time to time by GMPTE and on the basis of such adjustments to the usual basis of reimbursement as are set out in Schedule 4 and/or as GMPTE shall reasonably determine from time to time in order to take into account the additional generated travel attributable to such tickets.

On first giving notice to be admitted to the Scheme or, if earlier, becoming obliged to participate in the Scheme, the operator shall provide to the Executive details of the name, address, telephone number and fax number of its official contact for communications in relation to these arrangements, and shall by notice in writing inform the Executive of any changes to the same. 

37.
Any notice or communication sent to the last such address, e-mail address or fax number as is referred to above shall be deemed to be duly served on the recipient.  If an operator has failed to give notice in writing to the Executive of such an official contact, then the Executive may send any notice or other communication to any address set out in the most recent correspondence from the operator concerned, which shall be deemed to be its address for service.

means such cash fare as is determined by the Authority from time to time and for the avoidance of doubt the Authority may determine different fares for different specified journeys or categories of journey or of passenger or of service. 

Appropriate District Authority
means the metropolitan borough council or city council in the Principal Area, within the administrative boundary of which a person resides.

Greater Manchester Area
means the area delimited by the boundary points for bus services set out in Schedule 9, section 1.
Resident within the Principal Area
means having one’s only or principal residence within the area covered by the administrative boundaries of the Metropolitan Borough Councils of Bolton, Bury, Oldham, Rochdale, Stockport, Tameside, Trafford and Wigan and the City Councils of Manchester and Salford.

Variance Voucher

means a voucher issued by a school or college to be used in conjunction with the pass or permit provided to people referred to in sections 1(v) and 1(vi).

Vicinity of Greater Manchester
means outside the Principal Area but within a distance of 10 miles from the nearest point on the boundary of that Area, as delimited by the boundary points for bus services as set out in Schedule 9, section 2.

SCHEDULE 2

Standard Method of Determining Passenger Journeys 

1.
Operation of the Standard Method

(a) The Executive will determine its reimbursement payments to the operator on the basis of the estimates it makes of the total number of passenger journeys made by Eligible Persons using the designated concessionary pass on the operator’s Eligible Services.

(b) For all operators except those for which alternative arrangements are made by agreement with the Executive, the estimates of passenger journeys are calculated using Survey Data collected and analysed in accordance with the arrangements set out in the Executive’s concessionary travel survey methodology (as determined by the Executive from time to time).

(c) Survey Data will ordinarily be collected by Data Collectors on a continuous basis throughout the year. However, where the Executive has reason to believe that carrying out surveys on a continuous basis throughout the year is inappropriate in relation to a particular operator, Survey Data in respect of such Operator's Eligible Services shall be collected once in every financial year (or such other period as the Executive and the relevant operator shall agree) on a periodic basis during a limited (usually one to two week) period.
(d) The survey methodology requires that the operator provides the Executive with full details of the Eligible Services on which concessionary passengers may use the designated concession, as specified in Paragraphs 22 to 24 of these Arrangements.  The operator is required to allow surveyors employed by the Executive or its agents access to all passengers using its Eligible Services, as specified in Schedule 5.

1. Output from the Standard Method

(a) As specified in the Executive’s Concessionary Travel Survey Methodology, the Executive will calculate for each Payment Period as set out in Schedule 8 the  total number of passenger journeys made by Eligible Persons using the designated concession on the operator’s Eligible Services. This is the quantity of concessionary journeys represented in the formulae set out in Schedule 4 by Jconc.

2. Estimates to be made in the absence of information from the operator

(a) In the event that the operator fails to provide sufficient information to enable the Executive to operate its survey procedures as specified in the Executive’s Concessionary Travel Survey Methodology, the Executive may at its discretion make such estimates as it thinks fit of the concessionary journeys carried by the operator, subject to correction as and when better information becomes available. 

SCHEDULE 3

Standard Method of Determining Fares Values

1. Average Commercial Adult Fare
(b) The Executive will determine its reimbursement payments to the operator so as to satisfy the objectives set out in the Travel Concession Scheme Regulations 1986 on the basis of the estimates it makes of the average commercial adult fare that would be paid by Eligible Persons using the concession on the operator’s Eligible Services. This quantity is represented in the formulae set out in Schedule 4 by Fadult, and will be calculated for each Payment Period.

(c) The average commercial adult fare is related to the average cash single fare Fcash by the application of two discount factors:

· the Ticket Discount Factor (“TDF“) which reflects the likelihood that in the absence of the concession, a proportion of journeys by Eligible Persons would be made using discounted ticket products offered by operators such as daily tickets and weekly tickets, assuming the current mix and price of ticket products; and

· the Commercial Discount Factor (“CDF“) which reflects the extent to which in the absence of the concession, operators would modify the mixture and pricing of ticket products relative to the current offer.  This factor also reflects the extent to which, in the absence of the concession, operators’ share of concessionary journeys would increase or decrease by reason of the availability/non-availability on their services, of discounted ticket products.
(d) The average commercial adult fare would therefore be calculated from
Fadult = Fcash * TDF * CDF  

where Fcash is calculated from the Executive’s survey process described in Schedule 2 by reference to current concessionary journeys and the operator’s fare scales.

(e) The Executive has determined to apply a combined TDF and CDF as detailed in Table 1.  This determination has taken into account the decisions of the adjudicator in relation to appeals submitted to the Secretary of State for Transport during 2006/07.
(f) In the absence of reliable information provided by an operator, the value of the operator’s average fare expressed as a percentage of its average equivalent single fare for journeys made by non-concessionary passengers will be determined from survey data.

At its discretion the Executive may modify these default values so as to be appropriate to its understanding of the circumstances of an individual operator.  The default values will be reviewed from time-to-time.

In Table 1, average fare means aggregate on-bus revenue received from non-concessionary passengers divided by the number of journeys made by those passengers, and average equivalent single fare means the notional aggregate full single fares that would have been paid by those passengers divided by the number of journeys made by them.

(g) The Executive may alternatively determine appropriate values of TDF and CDF for the operator from time to time. In calculating Fadult, the Executive will take into account evidence of current discount levels provided by the operator as reflected in the average fare revenue per non-concessionary passenger journey calculated from the data specified in Schedule 6 or from Survey Data.

(h) Schedule 6 identifies the minimum information that the operator is obliged to provide to the Executive on revenues and passenger journeys as specified in the Travel Concessions Scheme Regulations 1986. The operator is also encouraged to provide additional information beyond this legal minimum as it may help the Executive arrive at a more timely and accurate calculation of its reimbursement payments.
(i) Table 2 sets out the additional information that the Executive would encourage operators to provide for each of the most significant generic ticket types. Examples of generic ticket types include adult single and return fares, off-peak day tickets, off-peak week tickets, peak day tickets and peak week tickets. Provision of this information will assist the Executive in making an informed judgement about the extent to which (if at all) in the absence of the concession, Eligible Persons would make use of these different ticket types.

SCHEDULE 4

Standard Method of Determining Reimbursement

DEFINITIONS

In this Schedule:-

Discounted Concessionary Ticket
means any single, return, multi-journey, or period ticket or pass token or voucher or any combination of the same available to persons otherwise entitled to travel on payment of the notified concessionary fare, which entitles the holder to make one or more journeys on eligible services at a cost that is less than the notified concessionary fare(s) that would otherwise be payable in respect of such journey(s), whether or not such ticket entitles the holder to travel on eligible services of more than one operator.

1. Calculation of Reimbursement Payments

a. The Executive will calculate reimbursement payments so as to satisfy the objectives set out in Paragraph 15 of the Scheme 
b. Calculation of the reimbursement due will be made in accordance with the Payment Periods set out in Schedule 8.

c. For each Payment Period and for each operator, the calculation of reimbursement for Revenue Forgone will be as set out in Paragraph 2 of this Schedule, and the calculation of reimbursement for Additional Costs will be as set out in Section 4 of this Schedule.

2. Reimbursement for Revenue Forgone 

a.
Reimbursement for revenue forgone is taken to mean the Executive’s estimate of the revenue by way of fares that the operator would have earned if the concession did not exist.

b.
The revenue forgone will be calculated using a formula in which the variables are defined as follows:

(a)
the total number of passenger journeys made by Eligible Persons on the operator’s Eligible Services, as estimated by the Executive using the procedures described in Schedule 2. The quantity of concessionary journeys is represented in the formulae below by Jconc;

(b)
the average commercial adult fare that Eligible Persons would pay on the operator’s Eligible Services in the absence of the concessionary scheme, as estimated by the Executive using the procedures described in Schedule 3. The average adult fare is represented in the formulae below by Fadult;

 (c)
the estimated number of concessionary journeys that would be made by Eligible Persons on the operator’s Eligible Services if the average commercial adult fare had to be paid rather than the concessionary fare. This quantity is estimated by the Executive using the Reimbursement Factor as calculated in the formula below, and is represented by Jadult.

(d)
the Reimbursement Factor, which is the ratio of the estimated concessionary journeys that would be made if commercial adult fares had to be paid, to the actual number of passenger journeys made using the concession. The Reimbursement Factor is represented by RF, and equals Jadult/Jconc.

c.
For a given payment period, the reimbursement due to the operator for revenue forgone will be calculated using the formula:


Revenue Forgone = Jconc * RF * Fadult 

d. The Reimbursement Factor will be calculated on the assumption that the relationship between journeys and fares can be defined by the following demand model:


Journeys = k * Exp(bt * Fare)

in which bt is the value in period t of a parameter related to elasticity assumptions, and k is an arbitrary scale factor. This form of model is used by the Department for Transport in its guidance on concessionary travel reimbursement. “Exp” represents the exponential constant e. For ease of notation, in this Schedule the expression “Exp(x)” should be taken to mean the exponential constant e raised to the power of x.

e. Given this demand model, the Reimbursement Factor, which represents the relationship between journeys at the commercial adult fare, and the journeys made at a given concessionary fare Fconc can be calculated from:


Reimbursement Factor (RF) = k *(Exp(bt * Fadult))/ (k* 







Exp(bt * Fconc))






= Exp(bt*(Fadult – Fconc))

f. The parameter bt is called here the Proportional Elasticity Constant, and is defined relative to a base value represented as b0 which is the point fares elasticity at a fare of £1.00 at April 2006 prices.

g. The values of b0 have been calculated by the Executive at levels which result in similar levels of reimbursement as would have been payable using the previous elasticity values in the demand model applied in the April 2006 Code of Reimbursement.  They will be reviewed from time to time.
h. In calculating the payments due to the operator in a given period, the appropriate bt value will be calculated from the following formula:


bt = b0 * RPI0 / RPIt 


where RPI0 and RPIt are the values of the All Items Retail Price Index calculated by the Office of National Statistics for April 2006 and the period in question. The value for April 2006 is 196.5, and therefore for any given period, the appropriate bt value will be bo * 196.5/ RPIt.

GMPTE intends to use a value for RPIt which represents an estimated average value for the relevant financial year, calculated by uplifting the RPI value for the previous December by an assumed rate of increase for the new financial year.  This is illustrated below:-


RPI value for December 2007 = 210.9

Assumed inflation for 2008/09 = 3%

Average value for 2008/09 (deemed to be at October 2008) =


210.9 * 1.03 x 10/12months = 216.2

i. The calculation of Reimbursement for Revenue Forgone will make use of values of bt and RF rounded to no more than 4 decimal places of precision.

j. Box 1 provides a practical illustration of the calculations for Revenue Forgone as applied to example data for journeys and fares. It has no legal significance and is provided only to assist understanding of the Executive’s calculation process.

Box 1 
Illustration of Calculations of Reimbursement for Revenue Forgone


Assume that the Executive’s estimate of the Older Students journeys made on the Eligible Services of Operator X in period n is 120,000. Assume that the Executive’s estimate of the average commercial adult fare is £1.45, the concessionary fare is £0.70 and that the appropriate RPI value to use for period n is 216.2.


The Reimbursement Factor is calculated as:


RF
= Exp (-0.220 * (196.5/216.2) * (£1.45 - £0.70)


= Exp (-0.2900) = 0.8607

Consequently the revenue that the operator would have received by way of fares in the absence of the concession would have been:


Hypothesised commercial revenue = (120,000 * 0.8607 * 1.45 = £149,761.80.


As the operator has already received direct fares revenue from the Eligible Persons of 120,000 x £0.70 = £84,000.00.


The payment made to the operator for period t would be £149,761.80 - £84,000.00 = £65,761.80.

3.
Reimbursement in Respect of Discounted Concessionary Tickets

3.1 
Where an operator, in accordance with the terms of the Scheme and subject to paragraph 3.3, sells or accepts a Discounted Concessionary Ticket in respect of its eligible services, the reimbursement due to such operator pursuant to section 2 in respect of discounted concessionary journeys shall be calculated by application of the formula in accordance with section 2 subject to the adjustments set out below.

3.2
The Executive will take account of the extent to which additional discounted concessionary journeys have been generated by reason of the fare being paid by the concessionary passengers being less than the applicable notified concessionary fare by making a reasonable adjustment as determined by the Executive from time to time to the formula to allow for the generation of such additional journeys.  Details of the adjustments applicable at the date hereof are set out in Box 2.

3.3
An operator shall not in any event be entitled to any reimbursement in respect of any Discounted Concessionary Ticket unless:

(a)
the operator obtains the Executive's prior written consent (such consent not to be unreasonably withheld) to the introduction of the relevant Discounted Concessionary Ticket or to any changes to the availability or price of such ticket (except where, in the case of a ticket entitling holders to travel on eligible services of more than one operator, such consent has been obtained by some other person on behalf of all such operators);

(b)
the operator provides to the Executive as soon as practicable following such specified periods of four weeks (or such other periods) as the Executive may reasonably require, in respect of that type of Discounted Concessionary Ticket, details of the number of such Discounted Concessionary Tickets sold by or on behalf of the operator and the price of such Discounted Concessionary Tickets and in the case of Discounted Concessionary Tickets which entitle the holders thereof to travel on the eligible services of more than one operator, the operator shall also provide full details of all monies received or receivable by it in respect of sales of such tickets during such periods;  and

(c)
the operator provides a sample of all Discounted Concessionary Tickets to the Executive on request (except where, in the case of a ticket entitling holders to travel on eligible services of more than one operator, such sample has been provided by some other person on behalf of all such operators).

3.4
At the date hereof, the applicable adjustments to the formula in respect of discounted concessionary journeys using Discounted Concessionary Tickets, as determined by the Executive pursuant to paragraph 3.2, are as follows:-

(a)
The value of “Fconc” for the purposes of adjusting the calculation of the reimbursement factor to be determined as follows:-

(i)
discounted cash fares 

In respect of journeys using a Discounted Concessionary Ticket entitling the holder to make a single journey, “Fconc” is the price of the ticket.  In respect of journeys made using a Discounted Concessionary Ticket entitling the holder to make a return journey, “Fconc” is half the price of the ticket.

(ii)
multi-journey tickets

In respect of journeys made using a Discounted Concessionary Ticket entitling the holder to make a specified number of journeys on eligible services of the relevant operator and/or on eligible services of other operators, “Fconc” is the price of the ticket divided by such specified number of journeys.

(iii)
period tickets 

In respect of journeys made using a Discounted Concessionary Ticket which is valid for an unlimited number of journeys during a specified period on eligible services, “Fconc” is the price of the ticket divided by the average number of journeys made using such tickets by holders of such tickets, as estimated by the Executive.

(b)
In order to take into account the proportion of journeys that would in any case have been generated if the notified Concessionary Fare had been paid, the Reimbursement Factor is to be reduced by a factor representing that extra proportion of journeys made using the Discounted Concessionary Ticket which it is estimated would not have been made if the notified Concessionary Fare had instead been payable, calculated in accordance with the formula set out in Box 2.

Provided that the above adjustments to the formula shall not apply to the following tickets issued by Greater Manchester Travelcards Limited:-


The System 1 Junior Bus Saver.
Box 2 
Illustration of Adjustments to Calculation of Reimbursement for Revenue Foregone in Respect of Discounted Concessionary Tickets

In the example in Box 1, assume that the operator has charged the Older Students a £1.00 concessionary return fare instead of the current notified concessionary fare of £0.70.  This represents a discounted concessionary fare of £0.50, which is the value applied in the formula for Fconc:-

The Reimbursement Factor is calculated as:


RF
= Exp (-0.220 * (196.5/216.2) * (£1.45 - £0.50)


= Exp (-0.1900) = 0.8270

Consequently the revenue that the operator would have received by way of fares in the absence of the concession would have been:


Hypothesised commercial revenue = (120,000 * 0.8270 * £1.45 = £143,898.00.


As the operator has decided for commercial reasons to discount the notified concessionary fare, the Executive is not required to reimburse the operator for any difference between Fconc above and the notified concessionary fare.  The operator is thus deemed to have already received fares revenue from the Eligible Persons of 120,000 x £0.70 = £84,000.

The payment made to the operator for period t would be £143,898.00 - £84,000.00 = £59,898.00.

4.
Reimbursement for Additional Costs

a.
Additional costs are those that an operator shall be entitled to in accordance with regulation 5 of TCSR where the operator demonstrates:-


(a)
that the operator has necessarily incurred costs additional to basic operating costs and attributable to an increase in the number or the capacity of the vehicles used in providing services on which concessions are available in order to meet the extra demand created by the availability of those concessions; and


(b)
that those costs are such that they will not be met by reimbursement payments made in accordance with the standard method during the year in which the costs are incurred or during the 3 months immediately following the end of that year.

b.
The Executive will calculate the reimbursement for additional costs that it estimates the operator is due from the following formula, which makes use of the Reimbursement Factor calculated according to Paragraph 2 above:


Reimbursement for Additional Costs = Jconc * (1 – RF) * Ct 

where Ct is the standard rate for additional costs per generated passenger calculated by the Executive for period t.  It is based on a standard value of 9.0 pence determined by the Decision Maker to appeals submitted to the Secretary of State for Transport during 2006/07, and which was increased to 9.6 pence for 2007/08 to reflect operator cost increases.  It will be uplifted annually by an appropriate cost index.  For 2008/09, the uplift will be 5.9% (to 10.17 pence), based upon the most recent CPT cost index for Northern England (12 months to 30 June 2007).
c.
Box 2 provides a practical illustration of the calculations for additional costs as applied to example data for journeys, fares and cost indices. It has no legal significance and is provided only to assist understanding of the Executive’s calculation process.
Box 3
Illustration of Calculations of Reimbursement for Additional Costs

Assume that the Executive’s estimate of the Older Students journeys made on the Eligible Services of Operator X in period n is 120,000. Assume that the Executive has calculated the Reimbursement Factor for period n as 0.8607 (as illustrated in Box 1).


Assume that the base Additional Cost Rate C0 for is £0.096, and the base Cost Index increases by 5.9%.


The Additional Cost that the Executive calculates should be reimbursed to the operator is therefore calculated as:


Additional Cost 
= 
120,000 * (1- 0.8607) * 0.096 * 1.059





= 
16,716 * 0.1017 = £1,700.02.


The reimbursement payment to the operator for period n will therefore include £1,700.02 for additional costs, which will be added to the amount due to be reimbursed for Revenue Forgone.
SCHEDULE 5

Survey Facilities

1.
An operator shall allow the Executive’s officer’s servants or agents to have access to (including the right to travel free of charge) the vehicles of the operator on which concessions are available for the purpose of:-


(a)
surveying or counting or estimating the number of passengers (whether generally or of any particular description) and the fares paid by those passengers; and


(b)
obtaining information on other matters relating to the journeys made by passengers who are eligible to receive concessions and necessary to the calculation by the Executive of reimbursement payments.

2.
The survey data will be utilised by the Executive in calculating the reimbursement payable to the operator.

3.
Without prejudice to the generality of 1 above, the information to be obtained from passengers may include the following:-


(a)
whether or not the passenger is a concessionary passenger;


(b)
if the passenger is a concessionary passenger, what category of concessionary passenger he or she is;


(c)
if the passenger is not a concessionary passenger, whether the passenger is an adult, a child or an elderly person;


(d)
if the passenger has paid on-bus or is using a pre-paid ticket;


(e)
if the passenger has paid on-bus, the fare paid and the type of ticket bought;


(f)
if the passenger is using a pre-paid ticket, the type of ticket;


(g)
the stage or stop at which the passenger boarded the bus and the stage or stop at which the passenger is to alight from the bus; 


(h)
permit or ticket fraud or mis-use on the relevant services; and


(i)
such other information as the Executive may from time to time reasonably consider it necessary or desirable to obtain in order to enable the Executive to reimburse each operator in accordance with these Arrangements.

4.
Each operator is requested to procure that each driver of its vehicles will make available to any survey staff who requests the same, the total value of cash fares shown, on the relevant vehicle’s electronic ticketing machine, to have been collected on any journey surveyed by such surveyor.

SCHEDULE 6

Data Provision for the Determination of Passenger Journeys and the Calculation of Average Fares

1. Each operator whose Eligible Services are surveyed on a continuous basis throughout the year shall provide to the Executive, within seven days of the end of each calendar quarter, an accurate and complete statement in such form as the Executive shall from time to time reasonably require of the total revenue received by the relevant operator from all on-bus sales of tickets for its Eligible Services in respect of such quarter.
2. Each operator whose Eligible Services are surveyed on a periodic basis, is requested to provide to the Executive within seven days of the end of each calendar month, an accurate and complete statement (in such form as the Executive shall from time to time reasonably require) of the total revenue received by the relevant operator from all on-bus sales of tickets for its Eligible Services in respect of such calendar month and in the event that an operator does not comply with this request such operator will, no less than once in every period of three calendar months nominated by the Executive provide such a statement to the Executive in respect of such three month period.
3. In addition, subject to the Executive notifying the operator of the period during which Survey Data is to be or has been collected pursuant to paragraph 1(c) in Schedule 2, each such operator is requested to provide to the Executive, as soon as reasonably practicable following the end of such period, an accurate and complete statement (in such form as the Executive shall from time to time reasonably require) of the total revenue received by the relevant operator from all on-bus sales of tickets for its Eligible Services in respect of such period.
4. Each operator shall deliver to the Executive in accordance with the requirements set out in paragraph 4 below, certificates of accuracy and completeness in respect of the information contained in the revenue returns referred to in paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 above signed by a person who is a “responsible person” for the purposes of regulation 16(4) of the TCSR which at the date hereof means a person who is a member of one or more of:-

(a)
the Institute of Chartered Accountants of England and Wales;


(b)
the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Scotland;


(c)
the Chartered Association of Certified Accountants.

5. Each operator whose Eligible Services are surveyed on a continuous basis throughout the year shall deliver a certificate within twenty eight days of the end of each calendar quarter relating to the revenue returns for that quarter. Each operator whose Eligible Services are surveyed on a periodic basis shall deliver a certificate within twenty eight days of being requested in writing by the Executive to deliver the same and such certificate shall relate to the revenue returns provided in respect of the period between the two most recent periodic surveys or such other period as the Executive shall reasonably require.  In each case such certificates shall be in the following form:-
“I, [name] of [address] hereby certify that the attached statement of total revenue received by [operator] from all on-bus sales of tickets for its Eligible Services in respect of the period [date] to [date] (inclusive) is complete and accurate in all respects.

....................................................

[Signature of responsible person]

[Status of responsible person within the categories specified in Regulation 16(4) of the Regulations]”

6. Each operator shall forthwith upon being required to do so by the Executive, provide the Executive with such evidence as the Executive may reasonably require to satisfy them that the person giving a certificate of accuracy and completeness is a “responsible person” within the meaning of regulation 16(4) of the Regulations.
7. In the event of any delay or failure on the part of any operator to provide to the Executive any information to which the Executive is entitled pursuant to these Arrangements the Executive shall be entitled to delay or withhold payment of reimbursement to the operator concerned in accordance with the provisions of regulation 8 of the Regulations. In the event that an operator fails to provide a certificate in respect of information which has been used to calculate a reimbursement payment that has been made to the operator or the certificate indicates that the operator was entitled to less than the reimbursement payment that has been made to the operator then the operator shall forthwith repay the amount of the reimbursement payment (in the case of a failure to provide a certificate) or the amount of the overpayment (in the case of a certificate indicating that the operator is entitled to less than had been paid to it).

SCHEDULE 7

Dispute Resolution Procedure

1.
In the event of any dispute arising in connection with any matter arising from paragraph 28 which cannot be resolved by agreement between the parties representatives within 20 working days of the dispute arising, senior representatives of the parties shall, within 10 working days of a written request from either party to the other, meet in good faith to attempt to resolve the dispute.

2.
If the dispute is not resolved as a result of such meeting, either the Executive or the Operator may (at such meeting or within 10 working days of its conclusion) propose to the other in writing that the dispute be referred to an independent expert (“Independent Expert”) 

3.
If the parties are unable to agree on a Independent Expert or if the Independent Expert agreed upon is unable or unwilling to act then any party may within 10 working days from the date of the proposal to appoint an Independent Expert or within a further 10 working days of notice to either party that he or she is unable or unwilling to act, apply to the [President of the Law Society] to appoint an Independent Expert.

4.
If any matter is referred to the Independent Expert for determination in accordance with paragraph 3 above, then:

(a)
the Independent Expert shall determine the matter, subject to the remaining provisions of this paragraph 4, on a basis that is fair and reasonable in all respects as between the Operator and the Executive and that takes into account all relevant factors and circumstances;

(b)
the Independent Expert shall act as an expert and not as an arbitrator and its determination of the dispute shall be final and binding on the parties (save in the case of manifest error);

(c)
the Executive and the Operator shall ensure that the Independent Expert has full access to all books, information and records in their possession or in the possession of their auditors and accountants that are relevant to the dispute and to his determination thereon; and

(d)
the Independent Expert’s fees shall be borne equally by the parties unless he shall decide that one party has acted unreasonably (in which case his fees shall be borne as he shall direct).

SCHEDULE 8

Payment Periods (paragraph 16)

1. The payment periods under the arrangements shall be the calendar months.  GMPTE reserves the right, however, to change the payment periods with regard to individual operators in appropriate circumstances, such revised periods will not be longer than a calendar month.
